Sedona's Barbara's Park to utilize    

Monolithic Dome shell design

Sedona, AZ - What was sup-

posed to be a dotting of the "i" 

and a crossing of the "t" at the 

December 4th Sedona Planning 

and Zoning Commission meeting 

turned out instead to be a mara-

thon event, with residents pack-

ing the rafters in the City Council 

chambers.  At issue was a re-

quest by the non-profit group, 

Friends of the Posse Grounds, for a conditional use permit to begin 

construction of the Barbara Antonsen Memorial Park Pavilion on 

approximately 2 acres at the Posse Grounds Park (south of the 

Teen Center and Skate Park), to be used for outdoor concerts and 

events.  The proposed raised stage would be covered by a Mono-

lithic Dome tilted shell (21 feet at its highest point and 8 feet at its 

lowest point) that would seat 300 people beneath it, and another 

estimated 300 people on the uncovered grassy area in front. 

Homeowners from the area surrounding the proposed Park Pavil-

ion turned out to express their concern about the level of noise and 

traffic it would create.  Other, equally passionate, Sedona residents 

were also on hand to show support for the Park Pavilion, stating 

that it would finally create a place for neighborhood and commu-

nity events in an outdoor setting. Since the P&Z had already ap-

proved the preliminary development plan for the Park Pavilion in 

August 2007, and the City had entered into a public/private part-

nership agreement as far back as 2005 to divvy up the roles and 

responsibilities between the City and the Friends of the Posse 

Grounds on the Park Pavilion's construction and ongoing manage-

ment, obtaining the conditional use permit was an assumed fore-

gone conclusion.

Sedona, AZ - December 6, 2007 - Last night the Arizona Department of Transporta-

tion (ADOT), the City of Sedona and the Sedona Chamber of Commerce hosted the 

first Sedona resident forum to update the public on Phase 2 of the SR 179 highway 

construction project as it makes its way into the Sedona City limits, starting at Back O' 

Beyond and, ultimately, to the "Y."  The resident turnout was anemic with approxi-

mately 15 residents in attendance, despite a heavy marketing effort on the part of 

ADOT, the City of Sedona, and the Chamber.  Residents might feel that they have no 

control over the construction process but, as stated by Jennifer Wesselhoff, President of 

the Sedona Chamber, residents need to "buy in" to the notion that being positive and 

shopping locally is the best way to keep Sedona economically viable during the con-

struction.

Sedona, AZ - By now, readers 

have heard the news of the death 

of Stephen Nahmanson. Steve, a  

personal friend of mine, was ac-

tive in Sedona for a number of years since he arrived 

here from the East coast.  

 

In his time as a resident and community member and 

community builder, he was a member of the Sedona 

Midday Rotary Club for which he served in a number of 

capacities. But, it was his time here at the Sedona Public 

Library that deserves mention in this column.   

 

Steve served on the Board of Trustees for a two year 

term and worked with others on Strategic Planning, Fi-

nances, and Technology issues. His input and advice 

was always considered, and I held him in high regard. 

He retired from the Board last year to pursue other inter-

ests, but it should be noted that the proper and effective 

administration of the Library was very important to him. 

His efforts in that regard were highly valued.   

 

On a more visible level, Steve was responsible for the 

creation of the Monday night film series called ñFlicker 

Shack Reruns.ò He originally came to me suggesting 

that such a film series would be worthwhile and enjoyed 

by many in the community. I am sure his original inten-

tion was that I do such a series, but when I explained to 

him that neither I nor staff had the time to do this, he 

quickly stepped forward to organize, staff and adminis-

ter it.   

 

He created a really interesting film series that earned 

high marks from those who attended. He ran if for al-

most three years and in that time, it became the most 

regularly well attended program we offer at the Library. 

While his original intention of discussions after each 

film did not materialize, it was clear that people enjoyed 

his selections and insights at the start of each evening.   

 

When he ñretiredò from managing the series a few 

months ago, he assisted Forrest Parnell in getting organ-

ized and made sure the transition was seamless. His ef-

forts, whether as a Board member or as curator of the 

Flicker Shack films was always quiet, effective and well

-thought-through.  Every library should enjoy a volun-

teer of such effectiveness and caliber. Again, he will be 

missed.  
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
